




Making Representations to the Section 36 Application

Advertisements regarding the submission of the Section 36 
application were placed in accordance with the relevant 
legislation in the local and national press between  5 and 14 
January 2010. The placing of the advertisements triggered a 
period during which members of the public and interested parties 
can make comments in respect of the application. That period 
ends on 12 February 2010.

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Comments to the Scottish Government should be marked for the 
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Gas Pipe-line

A separate application for Pipe-line Construction Authorisation 
(PCA) under the Pipe-lines Act 1962 is being prepared in respect 
of the c.17km pipe-line linking the proposed CCGT to the 
existing gas National Transmission System at East Fortune.

The application for PCA is being progressed and ScottishPower 
is targeting its submission during February 2010. Separate 
advertisements will be placed regarding the PCA submission and 
there will be the opportunity provided for members of the public 
and other interested parties to submit their representations on the 
gas pipe-line. 

The application for PCA will include a comprehensive suite of 
supporting information including an Environmental Statement, 
which will consider a range of environmental impacts occurring 
during the construction and operational phases of the pipe-line 
development.
